The Tate Beckons for Alexandra

Year 11 pupil, Alexandra Pullen has won a prestigious national art competition with her work of art which is now heading to the Tate Modern in London for public display.

The Unilever International Schools Art Project (UISAP) attracted hundreds of entries from around the UK based on the theme of “Spaces and Places”. Alexandra went on to win her age category 14-18 years, and was one of three artists to be displaying their work at the Tate Modern in London.
