On Wednesday 1st July and Saturday 4th July two teams made up of three King’s High girls, Alex Riley, Evie Gill and Rebecca Sherren, along with a group of Warwick school boys completed two English Channel crossings in aid of charity.

Both teams encountered bad weather including the cold, fog, currents, unexpected winds and choppy seas which made a few swimmers sea sick. Each swam for an hour at a time in the cold, jellyfish and tanker filled waters until the next swimmer overtook to swim the next leg. All swimmers then had to complete a second swim, already cold and tired.

Both teams made it to France, one team in 11 hours and 38 minutes and the other 12 hours and 38 minutes.
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It is a fantastic achievement for all participants and a lot of effort has been put in over the months training in cold water.
