Great GCSE’s 2009

This year’s GCSE results have again been of an exceptionally high standard.    Ninety-two of the ninety-five girls (97%) who sat the exams achieved all A* to C grades; nationally, 67.1% of all pupils met this standard.     Additionally, 80% of all results were in the A* and A band compared to 21.6% nationally.

Success was achieved in all eighteen subject areas with 100% A* or A grade passes for Food Technology, IT and Music.     Other subject areas achieving spectacular results were English, Latin and Religious Studies which all achieved 100% A*, A and B grades.
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Overall highlights for the school are: 
· 46.4% of grades were the top mark, A* 
· 80% of the total entries resulted in A* or A grades 
· 42 out of the 95 girls (44.2%) obtained all A* or A grades 
· 79 out of 95 girls (83%) achieved 5 or more A or A* grades.
