The Peace Community is a group of people who live in villages in an area of north-west Colombia called Apartadó. They have refused to be drawn into the conflict in Colombia and refuse to bear arms or provide information or support to either side. Their request to remain neutral has been met with suspicion and hostility from both sides of the conflict and since they formed in 1997 over 170 members of Peace Community have been killed or “disappeared”.

International support is very important to the Peace Community, it not only provides moral support but sends a message to the Colombian Government that people over the world are aware of what is happening and support the Peace Community’s decision. Amnesty International will produce a large weather-proof poster made up of all the photos they receive which will be sent on to the Peace Community for display in a community area to visibly demonstrate international solidarity.
