The Foundation Wind Orchestra, made up of pupils from King’s High School and Warwick School, were awarded the highest accolade, platinum, at this year’s National Concert Band Finals held at the Adrian Boult Concert Hall and Recital Hall in Birmingham. 

The National Concert Band Festival is the largest and most prestigious national festival for Wind Band and Big Band instrumentalists with over 120 bands taking part over a two day period. Judging is non-competitive and bands are assessed and awarded Platinum, Gold, Silver or Bronze based on their performance rather than comparison with other bands. 

Following their impressive performances at the Regional Festival held in Northampton in November last year; the Foundation Wind Orchestra (together with Little Big Band and Wind Band from Warwick School) and were all asked to take part in the finals.
