	PE
	Year 9 pupils continue to build upon their foundation and look to become more effective in a game situation. Students experience new sports. During games lessons, pupils study 2 or 3 sports out of hockey, badminton and tag rugby. 

In PE lessons pupils continue to develop their netball performance using increasingly advanced skills and tactics.
They are taught games in streamed teaching groups, 2 or 3 forms are split into Group 1 and 2 and / or 3, this allows the more able to progress quickly and the less able, to play teams games in a less intimidating and more appropriate environment
	Games lessons are as they were before Christmas, continuing their rotation of the 2 / 3 sports. 

In PE lessons pupils will develop their performance and choreographical skills in dance, performing dances such as the Jive and rodeo.


	In athletics lessons the Year 9s will undertake the Norwich Union Shine Awards ‘Pentathlon’, in which they try to gain the best possible distances and times in 5 different athletics events. They act as performer, coach and official during this time. They also take part in tennis and rounders, building upon their previous experiences and focussing more on tactical match play.
