Each year girls at the school raise funds for their annual appeal.    The innovative and creative idea to produce a charity CD was the brainchild of some of our Year 9 girls.    The three charities the girls are raising money for are: 
· The Daniel Cann Children’s Cancer Trust in Coventry 
· Leukaemia Research 
· St. Jorge’s School in Ghana – an international project 
There are three hundred girls in Key Stage 3 at King’s (Years 7, 8 and 9).    Forty hopeful soloists auditioned to take part which was narrowed down to seven vocalists to take part in the final recording. 
 
With the help of Noisegate recording studios, based in Warwick, the girls spent an evening recording their solo parts - before the Noisegate team came into school to record over a hundred voices from Years 7, 8 and 9 all singing the backing vocals.  The final mix is due to be launched at a lower school fundraising event on Thursday 20 May at 1.45pm, during their lunch break, when students and staff are invited to purchase their own copy of the CD. 
 
The initiative has forged a really valuable community partnership with a local business keen to lend their time and expertise for three really good causes.   The professionals at Noisegate have helped to show the girls what it’s possible to achieve - and now many of them are thinking about even more ambitious projects for next year!  With the recent opening of the School’s brand new Creative Arts Centre, we could see girls not just singing their way to fund raising success - but composing, performing and recording their own original track.    Watch this space!
